Children and Young People

COMMUNICATION

INFORMATION

· Need for professionals working with children and young people to share information

WHOLE FAMILY APPROACH

· Need to assess the whole families needs, not just the child or adult, so clearly need to work across partners who support adult care also.

Safer Communities

 DATA

· Whilst it is recognised that much information and data is being collected, are we getting the right information from partners where information is needed to make informed decisions?

COMMUNICATION

· We recognised that much consultation is done with partners and communities but we are not always good at feeding back on successful outcomes.

FUNDING

· We need to explore opportunities for working closer with all partners and policy groups when applying for funding. This will avoid duplication whilst offering better value for the communities we serve.

Economic Development and Enterprise

· Third sector - improve links in promotion of grants i.e. through relevant newsletters

· Infrastructure including broadband has an impact across groups so need to work together to achieve improvements and deliver targets

· Apprenticeships, education and skills to be promoted through all partnership sectors, working with other groups to achieve targets on those reaching level 2 (specific links to be made with Hereford Group Training Association).
