1) The county’s population has a considerably older age profile than the regional 
average. In 2006 estimates showed that there are fewer people of working age, 
around 58.1%, the lowest proportion in the Region.  Within the county 23.9% of the 
population is over retirement age, compared to 19% for the Region as a whole.  Of 
these 2.7% are aged 85 and over. 
Implies 2.7% of those of retirement age are aged 85 and over, more likely to be 2.7% 
of total population (11.3% of retirement age) 

2) 	 Herefordshire has relatively low levels of crime.  In 2006 there were 5.6% notifiable 
offences per head in Herefordshire which was lower than the Region as a whole 
(8.7%). The county had one of the lowest proportions of offences per head in the 
Region. 
Percentage of what? Perhaps it should it be 5.6 offences per 1000 people – although 
that looks low!
